Annual General Meeting 2020
General Secretary’s Report
Athletics in 2020 was decimated by the Co-vid pandemic, as a result of which the only County activity took place between December 2019 and March 2020. The County Cross-Country Championships were held at Woodford Park, Woodley, admirably hosted by Reading Roadrunners. With a good turnout in extremely wet and muddy conditions, the highlight came in the men’s senior race. Alex Tovey [Birchfield Harriers] recorded a remarkable 8th successive win, his 10th victory in 11 years, having finished 2nd in his non-winning year.
Performances at the event determined selection for the Inter-Counties Cross Country Championships at Prestwood Hall, Loughborough in early March. Berkshire fielded teams in all categories, although there were incomplete teams in both U20 age groups. All teams performed creditably, with the U15 girls finishing in a magnificent 3rd place, assisted particularly by Charlotte Dewar [WSEH] in 8th.

The Sportshall season began in November 2019, with all events taking place at the American School at Egham.  Three league matches were held, with over athletes 300 athletes at the third round, the winning teams being Lynch Hill PS, RAC, BAC and SJAC [3]. The U11 County Championships saw wins for MAC and Lynch Hill PS; the U13 events were won by RAC and SJAC; while SJAC won both U15 events.  Individual all-rounder champions were crowned in the two older age groups. Unfortunately the Regional events had to be cancelled, as was the National final.
Despite the short season, it is important to recognise the hard work and commitment of event organisers and officials, and, of course, the enthusiasm of athletes, coaches and supporters. [With competition severely curtailed in 2021, we look forward to a fuller season in 2022].
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
